Usbrate.exe - Windows XP also defaults to 8ms, or 125hz mouse polling. Included in this guide is a patch that will raise that to 1 or 2ms mouse polling, 1000 or 500hz. I recommend 500hz/2ms. Use the “TestHz” button of this program to make sure the patch was correctly applied.
Accelfix.exe - Windows XP will allow 1:1 mouse input -> screen movement assuming you run sensitivity 10 (Middle Notch) and disable all traces of acceleration. This program will remove acceleration, and all you have to do is put windows at the middle notch.
MouMvRec.exe - Assuming all tweaks were applied correctly, run MouMvRec.exe. Click the start button, and move the mouse at a variety of speeds. Assuming the patches are working correctly, CMP will say EQ (As long as your pointer doesn’t hit the edge of the screen). If there is still acceleration or something different than 1:1 input, CMP will read DIF.
